HATE SPEECH DURING THE SKIELIK FUNERALS

The utterances of Mr Zwelinzima Vavi, General Secretary of Cosatu, during the funeral of the Skielik victims, are nothing less than hate speech.

Mr Paul van der Walt, President of TAU SA, commented that Mr Vavi’s utterances as reported in the media that “farmer after farmer is being taught a lesson” (direct translation of “Boer ná boer leer ons hulle die les.”) confirms the direct relationship between inflammatory statements and farm attacks. Subsequent to Mr Vavi’s utterances at least two incidents in different provinces against farmers took place.  Fortunately not one of them was injured.  It is however disconcerting that in both cases, neither theft nor robbery was the primary motive.  The intention to cause grievous bodily harm was clearly apparent in both cases.  According to Mr van der Walt there is a clear relationship between continued inflammatory utterances by politicians and trade union officials and the occurrence of farm attacks.

TAU SA has lodged a formal hate speech complaint against Mr Vavi with the South African Human Rights Commission.
BEGRAFNISUITSPRAKE OP SKIELIK IS HAATSPRAAK

Die uitlatings van mnr Zwelinzima Vavi, hoofsekretaris van Cosatu, tydens die begrafnisdiens van die Skielik slagoffers, is niks anders as haatspraak nie.

Mnr Paul van der Walt, President van TLU SA het na aanleiding van mnr Vavi se uitlating soos in die media gerapporteer, “Boer ná boer leer ons hulle die les” gesê dit bevestig 'n direkte skakel tussen opruiende uitsprake en aanvalle op plase.  Sedert mnr Vavi se uitlatings was ten minste twee boere in verskillende provinsies betrokke by aanvalle en is beide gelukkig dat hulle nie beseer was nie.  Wat uiters verontrustend is, is die feit dat in beide gevalle dit duidelik was dat roof en diesfstal nie die primêre motief van aanvalle was nie.  In beide gevalle was die bedoeling om ernstige beserings te veroorsaak besonder duidelik.  Mnr van der Walt het geen twyfel dat daar ’n verband bestaan tussen voortgesette opruiende uitsprake van politici en vakbondleiers en die voorkoms van plaasaanvalle nie.

TLU SA het ’n formele klag van haatspraak by die Suid-Afrikaanse Menseregtekommissie teen mnr Vavi gelê.
